the school bus and provide their maintenance. Bryant Shoupe and John V. Daniels were two of Kinards citizens to
contract and drive buses.

The first church was a wooden building built in 1905. It was located at the site of the present Baptist Church. The first
preacher was Charlie Chafin, then John Daniels (JohnV.’sgrandfather)and L. Griffin.

Only a few families lived in Kinard. John V. Daniels recalls at the age of 6, when not attending school, he was dipping
turpentine. Livestock roamed on an open range. Timber and farming played an important part of the economy of
Kinard. Turpentine, logging, and sawmills, were an important source of employment. They would float logs from
Cypress Creek (first called Sweet Water Creek) to the Dead Lakes and raft them to Apalachicola.

The wages were 50 cents per day for plowing with amule. For turpentine, Mr. Daniels would get $3.50 per week. They
would have the ‘““Wood Riders’’ checking during turpentine time. Cotton picking would bring 3 cents per pound with a
free meal and free transportation. Making a living was hard and some people chose to make moonshine and outwit the
‘‘revenoors.’’ Folks also supplemented their larder by hunting bear, deer, turkey and other game.

People had to travel to Blountstown by mule and wagon to get the supplies that they could not grow or make on their
farm. This was a long hard trip, since the only paved road in Kinard was Highway 73, which was paved in 1959. Rather
than go to Blountstown by mule and wagon, some people got staples (sugar, flour, etc) which came in barrels, at the Oak
Grove Landing where it was brought down theriver by boats. John Grayson and Joe Atkins owned the landing.

Not only did the people in the community have a long way to go for staples, they had to ‘‘doctor’’ their families and get
mid-wives to deliver their babies. Dr. Shadwrick, Kinard’s first doctor, came from the Carr Community. The doctor had
to work by lamp light since REA did not bring electricity into Kinard until 1949.

This was the last year that Kinard used the old
clay court. The next year the gym was completed at the
Kinard school. Kinard school had a nice auditorium
where stars from the Grand OI’ Opry would come and
perform. Roy Acuff and the Smoky Mountain Boys, Bill
Monroe, and Minnie Pearl were some of the Opry stars
that appeared in the Kinard gym. Mrs. Mildred
Alderman remembers one star that came to play for a i
dance at Kinard around 1940, who drove up in a converti-
